FAQ’s

Where do I hand in or enquire about lost 
property?
At the Visitor Information tent in Festival 
Square.

I’ve lost my child. Where do I go?
Please report your missing child at the Visitor 
Information tent in Festival Square.

Who organises the festival?
The festival is an initiative of the Shire of 
Mundaring and is run by a small, hard-
working committee of industry professionals.

Where can I go for first aid?
There are two first aid posts at the festival, 
one in Festival Square near Entrance No.1 
and one just up from Truffle Lane. You’ll 
find both marked on the festival map in the 
centre of this program.

I want to enter the festival-goers prize draw. 
Where do I fill in the entry form?
Entries can only be made at the Festival 

Computer Tent in Festival Square. The winner 
will be notified by email or telephone.

Does my $10 festival entry ticket allow me 
to attend the festival on both days?
No. You will need to purchase an entry ticket 
for each day you attend.

What are the dates for the 2011 festival?
Festival dates for 2011 are still being 
finalised.

Can I smoke at the festival?
Smoking is not permitted inside the festival 
venues, including all marquees.  For the 
comfort of other patrons, smoking is also not 
permitted within five metres of the venue 
entrances.

Can I get a pass out?
The armband placed on your wrist upon 
arrival at the festival is your pass in and out 
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FAQ’s

for the day of your visit. Note that a separate 
ticket and wristband will be required for 
each day you attend.

Are tickets purchased refundable?
Tickets are non-refundable. The festival is 
unable to replace lost or stolen tickets.

Can I work as a volunteer at next year’s 
festival?
Certainly! There is a variety of positions 
available on a voluntary basis.

I love the sound of your ticketed events –

Nearly all of our special festival ticketed 
events sell out months before the festival. 
Pre-ticketed sales for any remaining events 
close off approximately one week before 
the festival. The only exception to this is The 

Perth Hills Wine Show, tickets for which 
are available at the festival itself.

Is there parking close to the festival?
There is street parking in and around 
Mundaring.  In addition, there are several 
large gold coin parking areas within one 
kilometre of the Festival Village.
